At the end of the speech delivered on the occasion of the launch of David Quispe's book, Glen Martin, Antonio Peña and Suzane Alfaro were invited by the author to be photographed with “Urpayhuachak”, a painting by Carlos León, which also it was used on the book's cover. The guests were invited to be ubicated as: In the center is Glen Martin as Inca Garcilaso de la Vega, at his left Guamán Poma as Antonio Peña, at his right an empty chair representing Carlos Cornejo who was following the event by live video as Blas Valera and in the extreme sides Suzanne Alfaro as Saint Rosa of Lima and the author as Saint Martin de Porras. At regard to take the best place for the photo, it was said “If here would be Alberto Isola without doubt he knew as addressed us because he is an excellent director of theatre”. Isola also was in live video during the event.

The  book's cover was inspired on a possible independent Peruvian Supreme Court of the year 1605 which would judgement the facts of the Spanish conquers as criminal acts. Inca Garcilaso de la Vega is the president of this Tribunal represented by Glen Martin.
The Inca Garcilaso without enjoying a real material power chose to be called "Inca", in other words, the title of emperor known in the times of the “Tahuantinsuyo”, as in the case of Glen Martin who is the president of the WCPA without holding a material real power in our global contemporary society.  

Guamán Poma is the chronicler who traveled around Peru and wrote a letter to King of Spain related to change on reforms in the colonial Peru to provide justice; he was represented by the proffesor Antonio Peña who travelled to Puno at Calahuyo Community and lived with native people for finally write his thesis about improving the rule status and rights of native communities. Likewise, Blas Valera was named “ghost chronicler” by professor Raul Porras Barrenechea because actually it is not known any papers wrote by him, he is just quoted by others authors so Carlos Cornejo was him due to he was in live video in the launch.

In relation to San Martin de Porras, he was the saint who opened the dialogue between the three great chroniclers whose relationship was not entirely friendly, in this way he made that a "dog", "cat" and "mice" eating from the same plate. Thus, the author seeks to bring together in a table great those thinkers who have difficulties to dialogue which coming from diverse cultural. And finally to ensure this dialogue is Santa Rosa de Lima who appears as the mystique of the group, one experienced in spiritual exercises, which not only develops the love of neighbor but also the ability to listen to the other; so Isabel Flores de Oliva known as Santa Rosa de Lima represented by Suzanne Alfaro Flores de Oliva would be the one that allows the dialogue between the Peruvian judges.
